Visitors will wander through ten emotional departments - Love, Hope, Anger, Jealousy, Gratitude, and more -
each brought to life through color, sound, scent, and touch.

From the very first moment at reception, visitors are greeted by our emotional staff and handed an Emotional Patient Form - their passport to a once-in-a-lifetime experience.

Each step leads deeper into ten immersive departments, where artists transform every wall, ceiling, floor, and piece of hospital furniture into a living canvas.

Every department is a sensory world - designed to be touched, photographed, and felt - blending sight, sound, smell, and interaction.

Visitors collect emotional “stamps,” participate in creative moments, and leave personal traces in interactive rooms.

Every corridor offers new discoveries and shareable, Instagram-worthy experiences.

The journey concludes at the Discharge Station, where guests are “emotionally healed” and leave with stories, souvenirs, and a renewed sense of connection.

This is more than an exhibition - it’s an emotional adventure.

Have you ever imagined creating art inside a real hospital room?
Now’s your chance.

Selected artists will receive a hospital room on one of the four exhibition floors.

Rooms vary in size and function — former nurse stations, patient rooms, operating rooms, and emergency wards.

Some still contain original hospital equipment such as beds, sinks, and medical fixtures.
Each floor represents a different set of emotional departments.

Visitors will explore all four floors, passing through over 100 immersive rooms designed by artists from around the world.

Artists are asked to create a complete art installation or conceptual environment within their assigned room - transforming walls, floors, ceilings, and furniture.

Installations must be site-specific, built directly onto the space itself, and able to withstand long-term exhibition conditions.

The goal: to transport visitors into a surreal, emotional, sensory world that makes them feel.
Think boldly. Dream freely.

This is the place to turn imagination into reality.

Production Timeline & Artist Support

The exhibition build-out will take place over a two-week period in early April 2026
(final installation dates will be provided to selected artists).

Hospital of Emotions is scheduled to open to the public in May 2026
at the St. Vincent Behavioral Health Campus in Los Angeles.

Artists selected to participate will receive:
· A materials budget of up to $10,000 USD, determined by the curatorial team according to the scale and needs of each project.
· An artist fee of $4,000 USD per room, paid in addition to the materials budget.
If multiple artists collaborate on the same room, the artist fee applies per room, not per individual.

Hospital of Emotions is designed as a long-term immersive exhibition.
The initial run will open in May 2026, with the intention to remain open for an extended period depending on audience response and public demand.
Artists acknowledge that the exhibition’s duration may vary,
and that all works will remain on display for a minimum agreed period,
with potential extension if the show continues beyond its initial run.
